“We’re here because the snow is better than anywhere else in the country, the 

conditions are similar to what we’ll face in Vancouver, and because the 

athletes wanted to train in Bend,” said Justin Wadsworth, a Bend resident, the 

U.S. Nordic Ski Team’s World Cup Coach, and the husband of Winter Olympic 

Gold Medalist Beckie Scott (Canada). 
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Wadsworth is joined in Bend by U.S. Nordic Ski Team coaches including Pete 

Vordenberg and Matt Whitcomb.
